Scoring Criteria
Eligible entries will be scored on the basis of the following guidelines:

20 points: Overall impact (persuasive, inspiring, aspirational)

20 points: Originality and creativity (concepts, ideas, format)

20 points: Relevance to community

20 points: Clarity of message
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20 points: Technical proficiency and quality

Panel of Judges

A distinguished jury comprising of 5 experts nominated by CEMCA and NSDC will select the
audio program to be awarded.
